1.1. Background

Land reform is a key issue on Ukraine’s policy agenda,
and it has a long history in this country. The Land Code
of Ukraine - key legislation that marked the beginning of
land reform - was adopted by Ukrainian Parliament on
December 18, 1990. Today, the main principles of land
reform are still debated. Parliamentary approval of a law
on agricultural land circulation —allowing for the current
moratorium on the sale of state-owned and private land
to expire by the end of 2017 - is included as an
International Monetary Fund (IMF) structural benchmark.

Agricultural land was operated during the Soviet era
either by large cooperative farms or by state-owned
enterprises (SOEs). During privatization in the mid-
1990s, that land was divided equally among workers of
cooperative farms and enterprises, usually on the basis
of simple grids. The result was creation of 7 million land
shares for a similar number of people, with an average
size of 4.2 hectares per share. Many of these landowners
do not farm their land due to poor economic viability of
their small plots and limited access to finance.

The development of the agriculture sector in Ukraine has
been significantly impacted by the moratorium on the
sale and other forms of alienation of agricultural land
which was introduced since 2002 and is currently set to
expire on January 1, 2018. Under the moratorium,
privatized agricultural lands cannot be sold, purchased,
or transferred except in cases of inheritance and
acquisition for public need. Thus, the agricultural land
market operates almost exclusively through the leasing
of land plots. In fact, the overwhelming majority of land
shares are transferred for lease to legal entities by their
owners. The moratorium creates uncertainty on the
market and limits investment in the sector which
constrains farm efficiency and productivity. Small
farmers typically lease land and struggle for survival in a
business environment that provides very little financing
due to limited collateral. Large vertically integrated
agricultural companies on the other hand have been
running successfully despite the moratorium on land
sales using land leased at low prices.

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An open agricultural land sales market should increase
the well-being of landowners and reduce rural poverty by
increasing the rate of rental payment received by about
40 percent of rural households and by providing
opportunity to receive land sales revenue for those not
interested in management of agricultural land. Lifting the
moratorium would also unlock the investments and spur
employment in off-farm sectors in rural areas.
Agricultural producers would benefit from better access
to finance and from reduction of country risks for
agricultural sector. Local governments will benefit from
larger budget revenue that comes from renting and
selling land as well as from higher tax revenue. For the
national government, the benefits will come in the form
of higher productivity of the agricultural sector, growth in
gross domestic product (GDP), lower rural
unemployment, and higher investment incentives.
Among other beneficiaries of a land market are banks
and other financial sector institutions that will be able to
provide new products and services to rural small and
medium enterprises (SMEs), farmers, and agricultural
input suppliers. The World Bank estimates that the
country could gain more than $1.5 billion per year in
additional investments and budget revenue if
comprehensive land reform is undertaken.
