1.3. Submission of Proposals

Proposals must be submitted electronically only.

Offerors wishing to respond to this RFP must prepare
proposals in Ukrainian, using A4 format, 11-point
Arial font, single-spaced.

Separate technical and cost proposals must be
submitted by email no later than the time and date
specified in 1.2. The proposals must be submitted to
the point of contact designated in 1.2.

The Offeror must submit the proposal electronically
with up to 3 attachments (up to 10 MB limit) per email
using Adobe Portable Document format (PDF).
Offerors must not submit zipped files. Those pages
requiring original manual signatures should be
scanned and sent in PDF format as an email
attachment.

The technical proposal and cost proposal must be
kept separate from each other.
