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Part 3 must include a description of the company and organization,
with appropriate reference to any parent company and subsidiaries.
Offerors must include details demonstrating their experience and
technical ability in implementing the technical approach.

Additionally, offerors must include 3 past performance references
of similar work (under contracts or subcontracts) previously
implemented as well as contact information for the companies for
which such work was completed. Contact information must
include at a minimum: name of point of contact who can speak to
the offeror’s performance, name and address of the company for
which the work was performed, and email and phone number of
the point of contact.
