AGRO is a five-year project financed by USAID and
implemented by Chemonics International. The purpose
of AGRO is to accelerate the economic development of
rural Ukrainian communities with the greatest need
through a better governed agricultural sector that

As a result, AGRO will increase the revenue of
agricultural micro, small and medium enterprises
(MSMESs) and their access to financing, establish a fair
and transparent agricultural land market (land reform),
reducing corruption in the agricultural sector.

Additionally, AGRO will address six cross-cutting
priorities: anticorruption, dynamic operating
environment, gender equality and social inclusion
(GESI), private sector engagement, journey to self-
reliance, and collaborating, learning, and adapting
(CLA).

IC. DETAILED PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Many MSME producers of agricultural products do not
pay sufficient attention to marketing, particularly, to
establishing communication channels and links with the
end consumers and sharing information about
themselves and their products. This is despite the
results of the surveys showing that proper marketing is
an important factor affecting an individual customer’s
purchasing decision. AGRO anticipates awarding a
subaward to qualified Ukrainian business entities, non-
governmental organizations or industry associations
demonstrating their capacity to develop, promote, and
administer the IT tool.

The development of the IT tool is aimed at supporting
producers and supply chain actors operating in all
regions of Ukraine in the following value chains:

o fruits, vegetables, and berries

¢ milk and dairy products

e meat farming (beef, pork, lamb, rabbit, etc.)

e poultry farming (geese, turkeys, ducks, etc.,
other than chicken)
aquaculture; and
confectionary.

o designing a work breakdown structure and work
phases for the IT tool development
e selecting a financial model ensuring project
sustainability and self-sufficiency
¢ developing, launching, and testing a beta version
of the IT tool
