AGRO anticipates issuing a subaward to the Ukrainian
non-governmental organizations or business
associations working in knowledge and information
outreach in the area of agriculture, to initiate a series of
educational demonstrations and to establish an online
Practical Agri-innovation Demonstration and Resource
Center.

The objective of the subaward is to establish the
Practical Agri-innovation Demonstration and Resource
Center which will provide Ukrainian micro, small, and
medium agricultural enterprises (agri-MSMES) with the
practical knowledge and model framework for
introducing the modern Ukrainian and global innovative
technologies that can be implemented in horticulture,
aquaculture, livestock, and poultry (other than chicken),
and artisanal and confectionery value chains.

IB. BACKGROUND

AGRO is a five-year project financed by USAID and
implemented by Chemonics International. The purpose
of AGRO is to accelerate the economic development of
rural Ukrainian communities with the greatest need
through a better governed agricultural sector that
encourages more productive, modern, and profitable
micro, small, and medium (MSMEs) agricultural
enterprises that are successfully integrated into
competitive  markets both in  Ukraine and
internationally.

As a result, AGRO will increase the revenue of
agricultural micro, small and medium enterprises
(MSMESs) and their access to financing, establish a fair
and transparent agricultural land market (land reform),
reducing corruption in the agricultural sector.

Additionally, AGRO will address six cross-cutting
priorities: anticorruption, dynamic operating
environment, gender equality and social inclusion
(GESI), private sector engagement, journey to self-
reliance, and collaborating, learning, and adapting
(CLA).

In March 2021, AGRO launched a subaward program
titted “Ukrainian Demonstration Farms Network
Project” (“Demo Farmer Project) aiming at assisting
Ukrainian agricultural MSMEs in creating value-added
products by sharing knowledge, best practices,
technologies, and human capital to innovate and
improve peer learning and interaction between
Ukrainian agricultural market participants and to
facilitate their integration into the European
demonstration farms network.

As a follow-on to the Demo Farmer Project, AGRO
seeks to establish the online Practical Agri-Innovation
Demonstration and Resource Center to support the
demonstration farms network in Ukraine, share the
demonstration experience and best practices among
agricultural MSMEs in Ukraine, and launch training
demonstrations on an ongoing basis.
