3. Taxes and VAT: ERA is exempt from cooperating country
taxes, duties, and VAT. Therefore, ERA shall pay for the cost
of goods or services exclusive of VAT.

DAl is implementing international technical assistance programs and
projects in Ukraine in accordance with the Agreement between the
Government of the United States of America and the Government of
Ukraine about Humanitarian and Technical Economic Cooperation of
May 07, 1992.

Congress, or a representative of a U.S. Congressional Committee; (2)
A cognizant U.S. Inspector General; (3) The U.S. Government
Accountability Office; (4) A Federal employee responsible for
contract or grant oversight or management at the relevant agency;
(5) A U.S. court or grand jury; or, (6) A management official or other
employee of the vendor who has the responsibility to investigate,
discover, or address misconduct.

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26. Pay Transparency Nondiscrimination Provision - This

Vendor will not discharge or in any other manner discriminate
against employees or applicants because they have inquired about,
discussed, or disclosed their own pay or the pay of another
employee or applicant. However, employees who have access to the
compensation information of other employees or applicants as a
part of their essential job functions cannot disclose the pay of other
employees or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have
access to such compensation information, unless such disclosure is
(a) in response to a formal complaint or charge, (b) in furtherance of
an investigation, proceeding, hearing, or action, including an
investigation conducted by the employer, or (c) consistent with the
contractor's legal duty to furnish information.
