IA. OBJECTIVE

IB. BACKGROUND

USAID’s Agriculture Growing Rural Opportunities
Activity in Ukraine (AGRO) is a 5-year project (2019-
2024) funded by the US Agency for International
Development and implemented by Chemonics
International.

The purpose of AGRO is to accelerate the economic
development of rural Ukrainian communities with the
greatest need through a better governed agricultural
sector that encourages more productive, modern, and
profitable micro, small, and medium (MSMES)
agricultural enterprises that are successfully integrated
into competitive markets both in Ukraine and
internationally.

AGRO’s objectives are to:

. Improve productivity and market access in
target value chains;

. Improve key supporting functions; and

. Improve agricultural sector rules and
regulations.

As a result, AGRO will increase the revenue of
agricultural micro, small and medium enterprises
(MSMESs) and their access to financing, establish a fair
and transparent agricultural land market (land reform),
reducing corruption in the agricultural sector.
