The goal of AGRO project is
to accelerate the economic development of rural
Ukrainian communities with the greatest need through
a better governed agricultural sector that encourages
more productive, modern, and profitable micro, small,
and medium (MSMEs) agricultural enterprises that are
successfully integrated into competitive markets both in
Ukraine and internationally. As part of project activities,
AGRO project requires the purchase of graphic
design services.

The purpose of this RFQ is to solicit quotations from
eligible Vendors for as-needed, ad hoc purchases of
graphic design services. As a result of this RFQ,
AGRO project anticipates issuing a blanket purchase
agreement (BPA)—or possibly multiple BPAs—to
establish specific pricing levels and parameters for
ordering these services.
