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IB. BACKGROUND

AGRO is a five-year project financed by USAID and
implemented by Chemonics International. The purpose
of AGRO is to accelerate the economic development of
rural Ukrainian communities with the greatest need
through a better governed agricultural sector that
encourages more productive, modern, and profitable

micro, small, and medium (MSMEs) agricultural
enterprises that are successfully integrated into
competitive  markets both in  Ukraine and

internationally.

AGRO'’s objectives are to:
e Improve productivity and market access in
target value chains;
e Improve key supporting functions; and
e Improve agricultural sector rules
regulations.

As a result, AGRO will increase the revenue of
agricultural micro, small and medium enterprises
(MSMESs) and their access to financing, establish a fair
and transparent agricultural land market (land reform),
reducing corruption in the agricultural sector.

Additionally, AGRO will address six cross-cutting
priorities: anticorruption, dynamic operating
environment, gender equality and social inclusion
(GESI), private sector engagement, journey to self-
reliance, and collaborating, learning, and adapting
(CLA).

AGRO will issue subawards to Ukrainian non-
governmental organizations, business associations,
agricultural cooperatives, and business entities to
support MSME grain and fodder crop producers
lacking grain processing, drying, and storage
capacities or failing to timely sell their grain at a fair
price. Activities under this subaward will cover the
entire territory of Ukraine, except for the temporarily
occupied territories and Crimea.

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About 20-22 million tons of grain are stuck in Ukraine
because of the Russian invasion. The grain is stored in
elevators/warehouses originally not designed for
storing such amounts of carry-over stocks. Moreover,
almost 13 million tons of storage capacity were lost in
the attacks. According to the United States Department
of Agriculture (USDA), in autumn, with new-harvest
crops, Ukraine will have to find storage for as many as
83 million tons of grain, with Ukraine’s total storage
capacity being mere 44 million tons. At the current
export pace - about 1.5 million tons monthly instead of
5-6 million tons per month before the war - the shortage
of storage capacity could reach 20 million tons at the
end of 2022. It will primarily affect MSMEs without
access to grain elevators and warehouses. They will
need new storage solutions to sustain their operations,
for instance grain storage bags (sleeves), grain silos,
temporary modular storages, and others.

There is also a high risk of the gas supply shortages in
winter, including gas for Ukrainian grain storage
facilities.Therefore, converting grain dryers from
natural gas as a feedstock to biofuel will reduce the risk
of gas supply interruptions and cut Ukraine’s overall
reliance on imported gas while making grain drying
services more available to MSMEs than they would be
with portable dryers.

The subaward program will focus on providing the
services, resources, logistics, and expert support to the
Ukrainian MSMEs to help them increase the storage
time of grain and fodder crops they produce to maintain
and strengthen the resilience of their business or
improve national food security.

Specific activities may include:

- Identify possible grain storage solutions and
demand for inputs and supplies for service support of
MSMEs in grain processing, drying, and storage, by
specific areas, producer groups, and crops.

- Prepare and present to AGRO a concrete action
plan addressing the shortage of grain processing,
drying, and storage capacities for MSMEs and
