IA. OBJECTIVE

AGRO anticipates awarding two subawards to
Ukrainian pilot water users’ organizations (WUOs) that
meet the criteria specified in the Law of Ukraine
No.2079-1X “On Water Users Organizations and
Stimulation of Hydrotechnical Land Reclamation”
02/17/2022 as part of implementation of the Irrigation
and Drainage Strategy of Ukraine until 2030 and the
New Agrarian Policy of Ukraine’s National Recovery
Plan to facilitate the institutional reform of the irrigation
sector, support rehabilitation and upgrade of the
irrigation infrastructure, and extension of irrigated area
to introduce new irrigation technologies, energy and
water saving equipment and automating irrigation for
pilot water users’ organizations.

The objective of this subaward program is to advance
the land reform process, foster creation of water users’
organizations by initiative groups, promote innovations
in irrigation, encourage investment into irrigation,
expand rights and opportunities of land and water users
by helping them to introduce modern irrigation
technologies, procure and install energy and water
saving equipment, and automate irrigation and
irrigation control systems to cut non-productive losses
of irrigation water, reduce energy use, and preserve soil
fertility.

IB. BACKGROUND

(MSMESs) agricultural enterprises that are successfully
integrated into competitive markets both in Ukraine and
internationally.

Design and implementation of AGRO Activity comes at
a critical juncture for Ukraine, at which ensuring forward
movement on enabling and rebuilding environment
reforms and agriculture sector gains are vital for
economic growth and recovery amid the Russian
invasion. Based on the market systems approach,
AGRO will implement scalable solutions nationwide to
achieve accelerated economic development in rural
communities with the greatest need.

where there is a need for restoring or modernizing
irrigation systems. The service area of one pilot project
should be at least 200 hectares.

AGRO is interested in awarding subawards to
Ukrainian water users’ organizations (WUOs) that will
be created by the submission date of full application
and be ready to co-finance at least 30% of the total
project budget to help WUOs implement modern
energy and water saving technologies, procure and
install energy and water saving equipment and
automate their irrigation systems. It is anticipated that
subaward activities will cover currently irrigated areas
or areas where irrigation was practiced some time ago
and where irrigation systems are/were installed.
Subaward funds may not be used for lending,
construction of irrigation networks, environmental
impact assessment, and purchase or lease of motor
vehicles.

Subaward activities may include the following:

1) Upgrading of the pumping station

2) Procuring/ replacing irrigation machinery and
equipment

3) Building drip irrigation infrastructure

4) Installing water metering systems

5) Replacing irrigation pipelines

6) Antifiltration measures on open canals

7) Procuring equipment for maintenance of the
irrigation systems

8) Arrangement of remote irrigation control systems

9) Arrangement of soil moisture monitoring systems

10) Building an irrigated greenhouse

11) Arrangement of sprinkler irrigation systems for

gardens.

Above list is not meant to be exhaustive and applicants
may propose additional activities best suited for their
organizational needs.

Specific activities may include:

1. Design development for the upgrade/restoration of
the irrigation networks in the service area (with sub-
recipient’s co-financing). The design
documentation should contain an environmental
impact assessment section.

2. Procurement of new water and energy saving
equipment for construction of new and/or upgrade
of the existing facilities in accordance with the
effective legislation and the approved budget (with
subaward funds).

3. Procurement of equipment for automation of the
irrigation and irrigation control systems (with sub-
recipient’s co-financing and subaward funds).
