Korobochkine: Korobochkine is a settlement in the
Kharkiv region, which was under occupation for six months
since March 2022. As a result of the fighting in the village,
216 buildings were completely or partially destroyed.
Among them, damage was sustained to the House of
Culture, the Lyceum, the primary school building, the
village administration building, the library, and the
kindergarten. In general, there is no administrative building
in the settlement that was without any damage.

PFRU has been requested to restore the educational
complex - the lyceum, kindergarten, and junior school,
since there remains a significant number of school-age
children in the village (more than 400 children, with a total
population of 1800 people). Also, this educational complex
will be used to provide access to education for more than
150 children from neighboring villages, where educational
institutions have been completely destroyed.

At the time of the decision to restore
educational institutions, the number of residents of the
village of Korobochkine had already increased by 900
people and amounted to more than 2,700 residents.

Ivanivka village: Ivanivka is a small settlement in the
Chuhuiv district of Kharkiv region, which has been under
occupation for six months since March 2022. As a result of
the fighting in the village, most of public buildings of the
vilage were destroyed. The Ivanivka Lyceum was
identified as a building that could be used to consolidate
society, organize social events for older people, and can
also be used as heating points during the winter time.
