Purpose and Background

The USAID Investment for Business Resilience (IBR) Activity,
formerly known as the Financial Sector Reform (FSR)
Activity, is a five-year program launched in August 2022 and
implemented by DAI Global. The purpose of the activity is to
support systemic changes in Ukraine’s economy and to
increase the supply of finance available to Ukrainian
businesses.
