will need Shelter & NFI assistance in 2024. Shelters repairs needs vary
from light, medium to heavy repairs, with structures heavily damaged
but for which the repairs are still possible.

For the purposes of this framework agreement, Hard-to-reach
locations within Ukraine are defined as any area that presents
significant logistical challenges due to the ongoing hostilities, their
remoteness, security concerns, or low population density. This
includes:

Active conflict zones in the red area and areas within 20 KM of
the Russian borders due to potential safety risks.

Remote locations with limited infrastructure and difficult
access can significantly increase transportation costs.

Sparsely populated communities where the assigned work
may not justify the logistical expense of reaching them.

Areas far from major urban centers where material
procurement and delivery might be considerably more expensive.

It is crucial to note that the classification of hard-to-reach areas due
to the conflict may change throughout the duration of this framework
agreement. Contractors should adapt their pricing accordingly,
considering the latest security assessments and updates provided by
the relevant authorities. Any revisions to the identification of Hard-
to-reach and Non-hard-to-reach locations, based on negotiations
with bidders, will be reassessed during the negotiation process. In
such instances, the DRC will apply the corresponding price bid from
the supplier's submission.

Non-hard-to-reach locations are defined as all settlements within the
areas covered by this framework agreement that do not meet the
criteria for hard-to-reach locations outlined above.

Current division between Hard-to-reach and Non-hard-to-reach
locations can be found in Table 1. at the last page of this annex.

2. Qualification of the Bidder

All bidders shall provide detailed specifications for offered materials
(specific name, trademark, technical specifications) and other
information requested in this instruction and in Annexes A1, A2 and
A3.

To qualify for award of the Contract, bidders shall meet the following
minimum qualifying criteria:

e Supplier's average annual turnover for the past three
consecutive yeas must be not less than double the amount of
the applied LOT per location according to the figures stated in
the Table 1.2 of the ITB Invitation Letter. If a bidder is selected,
DRC evaluates their financial situation prior to contract award
with respect to the minimum WO amount shown in Table 1.2.
When a bidder applies for more than one lot and is found to be
financially qualified for some of the lots, the bidder is still
considered for the further evaluation phases

e Suppliers’ must have minimum 3 years of previous relevant
experience

e Suppliers must be properly registered and licensed
construction company

3. One Bid per Bidder
