Despite this pressing
demand, the country faces a significant shortage of
cybersecurity professionals equipped to protect critical
infrastructure.

To bridge this gap, the Activity is supporting the
establishment of the Cyber Brigades Initiative at
universities specializing in cybersecurity. This
initiative, launched in collaboration with several
regional Higher Educational Institutions (HEIs), aims
to provide students with hands-on cybersecurity
experience. It also serves as a key component of an
internship program designed to foster long-term
collaboration between students and local critical
infrastructure operators.

To ensure the success of the Cyber Brigades Initiative,
the Activity plans to equip participating HEIs with
high-quality equipment and software essential for
training and operations.

OBJECTIVE

The selected vendor will collaborate closely with the
Activity to equip participating HEIs with high-quality
IT equipment, software, and other specialized
equipment designed to identify vulnerabilities
(including, but not limited to unauthorized access and
data leakage), specifically tailored to meet the
operational requirements of the Cyber Brigades
Initiative.
