The Vendor shall issue an invoice for goods (works,
services) completed in accordance with the procedure set
forth hereunder and marked “Without VAT”. The invoice
shall include the grounds for VAT exemption (Project
name, number and date of the relevant contract). The
Vendor shall submit the tax returns to the state tax
authority at its location taking into account the
abovementioned operations.

4. Evaluation and Award:
