Chemonics UK is
implementing the Project in Ukraine in accordance with
the Memorandum of Understanding between the
Government of Ukraine and the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
on technical assistance of February 10, 1993 and
Political, Free Trade and Strategic Partnership
Agreement between the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland and Ukraine entered into
force on 31 December 2020 (the “Strategic Partnership
Agreement”). In accordance with article 397 of the
Strategic Partnership Agreement, any technical
assistance and humanitarian aid provided and financed
by the Government of the UK is exempted from the
payment of all duties, fees, levies or any costs
whatsoever, including VAT.No taxes, VAT, charges,
tariffs, duties or levies shall be paid by Chemonics UK
under this ITT in Ukraine.

At the same time, notwithstanding the provisions of
paragraph two of this Clause above and/or any
legislative requirements of the Vendor’s country or any
other jurisdiction shall not preclude and limit Vendor’s
obligations to pay all taxes, duties and encumbrances
pursuant to current legislation of Ukraine except for the
value-added tax exemption from which has been
granted by 197.11. of Article 197 of the Tax Code of
Ukraine.

In accordance with the Procedure of engaging, using
and monitoring international technical assistance
approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine

1.BACKGROUND

Active hostilities involving the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the
change of the front line lead to significant losses and an
increase in the number of missing servicemen. As of
01/11/2025, there are over 18,000 unidentified bodies/remains
of combatants in Ukraine.

To solve this problem, namely, to speed up DNA examinations
and reduce the burden of identifying repatriated bodies, we
propose a joint project to expand the capacity of one of the
regional laboratories of the DNA of the SSFREC and to upgrade
the existing express laboratory to a full-fledged DNA laboratory.

The establishment of such a laboratory will allow, in addition to
conducting molecular genetic studies on the remains of
biological relatives (pre-mortem), which is already being carried
out today, to conduct research on the entire spectrum of
biological material (bones, nails, teeth, hair, etc.), in particular,
to solve the most important task for now - the identification of
unidentified bodies/remains (post-mortem).

The planned capacity of the laboratory is 3,000 examinations
per year, and now such a laboratory can do no more than 1,500
examinations and only pre-mortem.
