Hromada has a municipal non-profit  enterprise
«Velykodolynske Consultative and Diagnostic Centre». This
centre provides primary care and certain types of specialised
medical care to residents of Velykodolynsk and Molodizhne.
The presence of a safe and functional healthcare facility
increases the community's trust in local authorities and
reassures residents that they will receive appropriate medical
care in a timely manner.

Velykodolynska Hromada has a population of almost 30,000,
and almost 12,000 residents have signed declarations with our
doctors. In 2024, the facility's doctors saw 66,266 patients. The
facility employs 28 doctors who provide outpatient care, and
also has a 15-bed day hospital where our patients can receive
treatment from specialists without leaving the community.
Unfortunately, an inspection of the hospital building revealed
that the concrete pavement has sedimentary cracks, some
areas have subsidence, and the connection to the base is
damaged. The technical condition of the concrete pavement is
considered to be critical.
