Background

The World Food Programme (WFP) is the world’s largest humanitarian organization fighting hunger,
assisting approximately 128 million people annually across more than 120 countries.

As the war in Ukraine enters its fourth year, WFP continues to support millions of refugees,
internally displaced persons, and food-insecure households affected by displacement, damaged
housing, inflation, and unemployment. Assistance is delivered through food distributions close to
the frontline, cash-based transfers where markets are functioning, and large-scale local
procurement.

Scope of Services
WEFP Ukraine invites interested and eligible companies to submit an Expression of Interest (EOI) for
the provision of Warehouse Lease and Warehouse Management Services in Dnipro, Ukraine.

The required warehouse facility shall provide a total storage capacity of approximately 10,000
pallet positions and shall be available for a period of one (1) year, commencing on 01 March 2026.
The warehouse will be used for the storage and handling of food items, non-food items (NFls), and
oversized cargo.
The scope of warehouse management services shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

e Mechanized and manual loading and unloading of goods;

e Receipt, storage, and dispatch of cargo;

e Kitting, repacking, and related handling services.

Minimum Eligibility Requirements
Interested companies must submit the following documentation:

1. A Letter of Interest, clearly indicating the physical address of the proposed warehouse

facility.

2. Bank account confirmation certificate.

3. A duly completed WFP Transport and Logistics Services Questionnaire.

Please complete only Sections 1, 4, 5, and 8. Other sections are not required.

4. Financial statements for the last two (2) to three (3) fiscal years (2023—-2025), or written
confirmation that such statements can be provided within one (1) month, including bank
statements.

Certificate of State Registration of the commercial entity.

Extract from the Unified State Register of Legal Entities.

Certificate of Taxpayer Registration, including VAT registration.

Certificate confirming payment of corporate income tax for the last three (3) years.
A valid business license, where applicable.

10. Company Charter / Articles of Association.

11. Three (3) letters of reference from existing or recent clients.
