The invoice
shall include the grounds for VAT exemption (Project
name, number and date of the relevant contract). The
Vendor shall submit the tax returns to the state tax
authority at its location taking into account the
abovementioned operations.

4. Evaluation and Award:

An award will be made to the Tenderer whose proposal is
determined to be responsive to this solicitation document
and represents value for money to the Project, on the
basis of the evaluation method "Most Economically
Advantageous Tender" (MEAT)-LOT.

Chemonics reserves the right to issue one or more
contracts as a result of this ITT depending on the
responses from the vendors.

Please note that if there are significant deficiencies
regarding responsiveness to the requirements of this ITT,
an offer may be deemed “non-responsive” and thereby
disqualified from consideration.
