Therefore, Partnership Fund for a Resilient
Ukraine Phase 2 (PFRU-2) shall pay for the cost of
goods / services exclusive of VAT.

Goods or Services will be procured under this ITT with
funds provided by a technical assistance Project and
comply with the goods/service category specified in the
Project procurement plan. Chemonics is implementing the
Project in Ukraine in accordance with the Memorandum
of Understanding between the Government of Ukraine
and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland on technical assistance of
February 10, 1993 and Political, Free Trade and Strategic
Partnership Agreement between the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland and Ukraine entered
into force on 31 December 2020 (the “Strategic
Partnership Agreement”).
