The Vendor shall issue an invoice for goods (works,

services) completed in accordance with the
procedure set forth hereunder and marked
“Without VAT”. The invoice shall include the

grounds for VAT exemption (Project name, number
and date of the relevant contract). The Vendor shall
submit the tax returns to the state tax authority at
its location taking into account the abovementioned
operations.

4. Evaluation and Award:

An award will be given to the Tenderer whose proposal is
determined to be responsive to this solicitation document
and represents value for money to the Project.

The Most Economically Advantageous Tender (MEAT) for
each position separately approach will be used to
determine best value in this Tender. That means that each
proposal will be evaluated and scored against the
evaluation criteria which are stated as follows: 40%
commercial / 60% technical.
