4. Evaluation and Award:

An award will be given to the Tenderer whose proposal
is determined to be responsive to this solicitation
document and represents value for money to the Project.

The Most Economically Advantageous Tender (MEAT)
approach will be used to determine best value in this
Tender. That means that each proposal will be evaluated
and scored against the evaluation criteria and evaluation
sub-criteria, which are stated in the table below.
