In accordance with article 397
of the Strategic Partnership Agreement, any technical
assistance and humanitarian aid provided and financed
by the Government of the UK is exempted from the
payment of all duties, fees, levies or any costs
whatsoever, including VAT.No taxes, VAT, charges,
tariffs, duties or levies shall be paid by Chemonics under
this ITT in Ukraine.
